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NOTES

The demand and saving deposits held by the Housing Bank have been treated as parts of
money supply and quasi-money respectively. Consequential adjustments were made in
Tables 2,3 and 9 (Starting January 1978) and 4,7,8,10,11 and 12 (Starting April, 1978).
Credit facilities extended by the Housing Bank were included in Table (12) since April
1978.

Interest rates on notice and time deposits were cut down from 3% and 4% to 14 and 2%
