- Petroleum Products: Jordan Petroleum Refinery Company, data
of Petroleum Products represent total production quantities of
Liquefied Petroleum Gas, Gasoline, Avtur, Kerosine, Gasoil, Fuel
Oil Asphalt, White Spirit, and Naftha.

Industrial Production Index: Measures the monthly developments
of real activity in the industrial sector, comprising "Mining and
Quarrying", Manufacturing, and Electricity (around 20% of real gross
domestic product). It is calculated according to actual production of a
sample representing most domestic industries, and weighted by the
value added for each industry in the base year.

Share Price Index: Measures the general level of share prices for
companies listed in the Amman Stock Exchange(ASE). This index is
calculated by ASE, and is weighted by the market value of the
companies shares.

Market Value of Shares: It represents the market value of the
companies' capital, which is calculated by multiplying the number of
shares in each company's capital by the closing price of the last
dealing day.



Gross Capital Formation: Represents expenditures on fixed capital
goods plus change in stocks. It is financed by gross disposable savings
plus net capital transfers from abroad and net borrowing from abroad.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) Deflator: Measures the general
price level of all goods and services that are domestically produced
(including capital and intermediate goods) and are included in gross
domestic product. It is calculated by dividing gross domestic product
at current prices by gross domestic product at constant prices,
multiplied by 100.

Cost of Living Index (1997=100) : Measures the general price level
of a fixed basket of goods and services consumed by the Jordanian
family (729 commodities and services), including those imported from
abroad. It is prepared by the Department of Statistics and weighted by
the average family expenditure on goods and services, acquired from
the results of Household Expenditure and Income Survey carried out
in 1997

Quantities Produced by Major Industries : Data of table (56)
represent production quantities of the major industries, these data are
monthly collected from the following industrial companies:

— Phosphate: Jordan Phosphate Mines Company.
- Potash: The Arab Potash Company.

- Fertilizers: Jordan Phosphate Mines Company (Di-Ammonium
Phosphate) + Nippon Jordan Fertilizer Company (Di-Ammonium
Phosphate+ Compound Fertilizers) .

— Chemical Acids: Jordan Phosphate Mines Company (Phosphoric
Acid+Sulphuric Acid) + Indo-Jordan Chemicals Company
(Phosphoric Acid).

- Cement and Clinker: Jordan Cement Factories Company.

— Electricity: Central Electricity Generating Company + Jordan
Phosphate Mines Company + The Arab Potash Company + Jordan
Cement Factories Company.

Commodity Producing Sectors: Comprising Agriculture, “Mining
and Quarrying",  Manufacturing, “Electricity and Water" and
Construction.

Services Sectors: Comprising "Trade, Restaurants and Hotels",
"Transport and Communications", "Finance, Insurance, Real Estate,
and Business Services", "Community, Social, and Personal Services",
Government Services, Non-Profit Services to Households, Domestic
Household Services, less the Imputed Bank Service Charge.

Net Factor Income from Abroad: This item is calculated from the
services balance in the balance of payments. It equals net investment
income plus a particular portion of net workers' remittances, which
represents the remittances of Jordanians working abroad and expatriate
workers who work in Jordan, and are considered as residents in their
original countries, according to the international methodology of
defining residency.

National Disposable Income: Represents gross national product at
current market prices plus other current transfers from abroad (Net),
minus consumption of fixed capital.

Other Current Transfers from Abroad (Net): This item appears in
table No. 53. It is calculated from the balance of payments data. It
equals net current transfers plus that portion of net workers'
remittances which is not included in net factor income from abroad.

Operating Surplus: Represents gross domestic product at current
market prices minus the sum of compensation of employees,
consumption of fixed capital and net indirect taxes. It includes rent ,
interests, profits and any other component of property income.

Domestic Savings: Represents gross domestic product at current
market prices minus total consumption (public and private).

National Savings: Represents gross national product at current
market prices minus total consumption .

Net Disposable Savings: Represents national disposable income less
total consumption. This concept is adopted in the Systems of
National Accounts (SNA) . Other savings concepts mentioned above
are used by international financial institutions and agencies.



- Payments of Public Sector Loans: Represents payments due on
external loans, excluding loans of the IMF and the AMF mentioned
above, plus cost of restructuring.

- Private Sector (Net): This item represents net capital transfers of the
private sector. It includes net investments in the Amman Financial
Market, foreign ownership in local companies' capital, Capital
transfers of Jordanians working abroad, and any other inflows for
investment purposes.

- Workers' Capital Transfers: Represents an estimate of transfers for
investment purposes of Jordanians working abroad .

- Central Bank's Official Reserves of Foreign Currencies in
Months of Imports: Represents foreign currency reserves of the
CBIJ divided by the monthly average value of merchandise imports
less the monthly average value of re-exports.

- Financing: Represents net disbursements of loans from the IMF and
AMF plus rescheduled loans and interest, the change in deferred
payments and the change in net foreign assets of the banking system.

Fifth: Output and Prices

National accounts of Jordan are currently prepared according to the 1968
United Nations System of National Accounts (SNA). However, the
Department of Statistics is working currently on moving to 1993 SNA. At
the sectoral level, the estimation of the value added at current prices is based
on the outcome of surveys and other studies concerning various economic
sectors and activities, while sectoral value added at constant prices is
estimated by using the double deflator method or by an extrapolation method
where the value added at current prices in the comparison period at constant
prices is extrapolated by the value of output at constant prices. The deflating
process is based on the 1994 prices.

The final actual data for National Accounts are published by the
Department of Statistics with a lag ranging usually from one to two years .

The statistical tables No. 48 through 64 cover output and price
statistics. The main source of these data is the Department of Statistics. The
following are definitions of the main terms used in this section.



* Transportation (Receipts): Includes income of the Royal
Jordanian, Civil Aviation Authority, Port's Corporation, and Arab
Wings Corporation accrued from  their services rendered to
non-residents. Data on such income are obtained directly from
those corporations.

* Transportation (Payments): Includes expenditures of the
abovementioned corporations to non-residents, in addition to
payments of other transport fees and the cost of travel tickets
bought by Jordanians from foreign aviation companies, which
appear in the banking system's report on actual payments in
foreign currencies.

* Government (Receipts): Represents income of Jordanian
diplomatic missions abroad. These receipts are estimated on the
basis of the banking system's report on  income in foreign
currencies.

* Government (Payments): Represents invisible expenditures of the
government. These payments are estimated on the basis of the
banking system's report on actual payments in foreign currencies.

* Other Services (Receipts): Includes all services that are not
classified in the abovementioned items. The most important of
which are commercial and non-commercial insurance services,
communication and computer services, trade commissions,
financial services, trademarks and licencing fees. Government
services, defined above, which appear in a separate item within the
Services Balance (table No. 32), are included in this item in the
Balance of Payments (table No. 31).

* Other Services (Payments): Includes payments on services not
classified above; i.e. the same services mentioned in the "other
services (Receipts)".

Current Transfers: Includes all grants in cash or in kind that do not
create any financial or real obligation.

Capital Account: Net transactions of public sector loans
(disbursements less payments) plus private sector (net).

Disbursements of Public Sector Loans: Represents amounts
disbursed from external loans by the public sector, excluding
disbursements of loans from the IMF and AMF which are
incorporated in the financing item.



* Investment Income (Receipts): Represents revenues accrued from
the Jordanian banking system's investments abroad, in addition to
profits accruing from Jordanian direct investments abroad.

* Investment Income (Payments): Represents interest payments on
non-resident deposits with the Jordanian banking system, plus total
interest due on external loans, including interest due on loans from
the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and the Arab Monetary
Fund (AMF), plus profits paid on investments of non-residents.

* Workers' Remittances (Receipts): Represents remittances of
Jordanians working abroad for the purposes of current expenditures
in Jordan. These remittances are estimated on the basis of the
banking system's report on income in foreign currencies.

* Workers' Remittances (Payments): Represents outward
remittances of foreigners working in Jordan. These remittances are
estimated on the basis of data from the Ministry of Labor on
foreign workers, and the average monthly transfers per single
worker in Jordan dinar. Starting 1997, the outward remittances of
foreign workers who do not have working permits, have been
included in this item while they used to be included in 'other
services (payments)".

* Travel (Receipts): Represents expenditures of tourists coming
into Jordan. These receipts are estimated on the basis of the results
of the Survey of Arrivals and Departures carried out by the
Department of Statistics, and on different expenditure averages
according to the nationality of tourists, adjusted for the inflation
rates prevailing during the relevant period.

* Travel (Payments): Represents expenditures abroad by Jordanian
residents who travel abroad for the purpose of tourism, education
or health treatment. These payments are estimated on the basis of
the results of the Survey of Arrivals and Departures carried out by
the Department of Statistics, and on different expenditure averages
according to country of destination, adjusted for the inflation rates
prevailing during the relevant period.



- Debt Service Ratio (Commitment Basis) : The ratio of payments due
(principal + interest) to exports of goods and non-factor services.

- Debt Service Ratio (Cash Basis): The ratio of actual principal and
interest payments to exports of goods and non-factor services.

- Central Government Domestic Debt : Represents the outstanding
domestic claims on central government (general and own budgets). It
consists of the outstanding balance of government bonds and bills plus
the outstanding direct credit facilities to the government by the
banking system and non-bank sources.

- Treasury Bills and Bonds : Includes short term bills and medium
term bonds which are issued by the Treasury.

- Other Government Securities : Includes long term development
bonds which are issued by the Treasury and the bonds which were
issued by the Water Authority of Jordan and the Olympic Comittee
and guaranteed by the government.

Fourth: External Sector

Statistical tables No. 31 through 47 cover Balance of Payments and
External Trade statistics. The main source for balance of payments data is
the CBJ, while the source for external trade is the Department of Statistics.
The following are definitions of the main terms in this section:-

- Current Account: Represents the sum of the trade balance, the
services balance and net current transfers.

- Trade Balance: Total exports less 1mports in the balance of
payments.

- Total Exports: Domestic exports plus re-exports.

- Imports in the Balance of Payments: Total imports in external trade
tables less imports of non-resident agencies.

- Services Balance: Represents receipts less payments of the following
services:



- Domestic Financing (Net): Consists of government borrowing
through public debt instruments (bonds and bills) plus direct
government borrowing from the banking system and the non-bank
sources, adjusted for the change in government deposits with the
banking system.

- General Sales Tax: This tax was introduced in 1994 on all imported
and domestically produced commodities, with the exception of a
limited number of necessary goods. Also it was imposed on some
services. This tax replaced the consumption tax which was imposed
on a small number of commodities.

- Other Taxes (Under Taxes on Domestic Transactions): This item
appears in table No. 26. It includes taxes on hotels and restaurants
sales, air tickets, insurance contracts, property-sales and departure tax.

- Other Taxes (Under Additional Tax): This item appears in table No.
26. It includes additional taxes on electricity, services of Land and
Survey Department, vehicle and driver licenses, and other additional
taxes.

- Interest and Profits (Under Non-tax Revenues): Includes interests
on repaid loans in addition to profits transferred to the treasury from
the CBJ and Jordan Investment Corporation.

Third: Internal and External Public Debt

Statistical tables No. 28 through 30 cover Internal and External Public
Debt statistics. The Ministry of Finance is the source of these statistics,
except the Movement of Internal Public Debt instruments from the CBJ. The
following are definitions for the main terms used in this section:-

- Outstanding Contracted Debt: Equals outstanding external debt plus
undisbursed balance of contracted loans.

- Outstanding External Debt: Equals total disbursements of external
loans minus repayments. It is worth noting that repayments include the
balance of collateral loans.
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other assets of the banking system minus its other liabilities. Other
assets and liabilities of the banking system are those items in the
balance sheets of the CBJ and licenced banks that are not included in
net foreign assets, net claims on public sector, claims on private sector
(resident), and claims on financial institutions.

- Unified Interest Rate on JD Certificates of Deposits: Represents
the weighted average of interest rates on successful bids rounded to
the nearest five basis points.

Second: Public Finance

Statistical tables No. 25 through 27 cover the Central Government
Budget statistics. The source of these data is the Ministry of Finance. The
following are definitions of the main public finance indicators:

- Primary Balance: Equals domestic revenues minus total expenditures
and net lending with the exception of interest payments.

- Current Balance: Equals domestic revenues minus current
expenditures .

- Overall Balance (Excluding Grants): Equals domestic revenues
minus total expenditures and net lending.

- Overall Balance (Including Grants): Equals domestic revenues and
grants minus total expenditures and net lending.

- Cash Balance: Equals overall balance (including grants) plus
rescheduled interest .

- Foreign Financing (Net): Equals total general budget disbursements
from non-resident sources minus total repayments to such sources.
Disbursements are adjusted by the value of rescheduled loans and the
change in deferred payments, while repayments are calculated on
commitment basis plus the cost of restructuring. Deferred payments
are those external loans subject to rescheduling in accordance with the
provisions of the Paris Club, however the creditors refused to
reschedule them.



Obligatory Reserve: The minimum deposit that licenced banks
should maintain with the CBJ to meet the required reserve ratio
imposed on deposits with these banks.

Excess Reserve in Jordan Dinar: Deposits of licenced banks in
Jordan dinar with the CBJ in excess of the obligatory reserve. Such
excess reserve does not include the certificates of deposit in Jordan
dinar issued by the CBJ as well as the CBJ window facility (in Jordan
dinar).

Reserve Money: It equals the sum of currency issued plus licensed
banks’ excess and obligatory reserves in Jordan dinar with the CBJ.

Direct Credit Facilities: Credit extended by the banking system in the
form of loans and advances, bills discounted and overdrafts.

Claims on Private Sector (Resident): Includes direct credit facilities
extended by licenced banks to the private sector, housing loans
extended by the CBIJ to its employees, and investments of licenced
banks in companies' shares and corporate bonds issued by the private
sector.

Claims on Central Government: Includes direct credit facilities
extended by the banking system to the government, investments of the
banking system in governmental bonds and bills and subscriptions to
international financial institutions.

Net Claims on Central Government: Claims on central government
minus its deposits with the banking system. For the purposes of
computing this item in the monetary survey (table No.2) and domestic
credit (table No.8), government deposits with the CBJ are reduced by
the net balance of purchases and re-purchases of SDRs.

Net Claims on Public Sector: Net claims on central government plus
claims on public entities. '

Domestic Credit: This item appears in tables No. 7 and 8, it includes
net claims on public sector, claims on private sector (resident), and

claims on financial institutions.

Other Items (Net): This item appears in tables No. 2 and 3. It equals
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Foreign Assets (Net): This item appears in tables No. | through 3. It
represents foreign assets of the banking system minus foreign
liabilities on the banking system based on the concept of residency. It
is calculated for both the CBJ and licenced banks from foreign assets
and foreign liabilities in the balance sheet of CBJ (table No. 10)and
the consolidated balance sheet of licenced banks (table No.13). For
the purposes of computing net foreign assets in the monetary survey,
foreign liabilities of the CBJ are adjusted by adding the balance of net
purchases and re-purchases of SDRs to the foreign liabilities shown in

the CBJ's balance sheet.

Domestic Assets (Net): This item also appears in tables No. 1 through
3, and it represents the sum of net claims on the public sector, claims
on private sector (resident), claims on financial institutions and other
items (net) in the Monetary Survey (table No. 2).

Currency Issued: Refers to the currency issued by the CBJ, which
consists of both currency with the public and cash in vaults with
licenced banks.

Money Supply (M1): It equals currency with the public plus demand
deposits in Jordan dinar with the banking system of the private sector
(resident), public entities, and non-banking financial institutions, plus
demand deposits of other banking institutions in Jordan dinar with the
CBJ only.

Quasi Money: It equals demand deposits in foreign currencies plus
time and saving deposits in Jordan dinar and foreign currencies with
the banking system of all the sectors mentioned in the definition of
money supply (M1).

Money Supply (M2): It equals money supply (M1) plus quasi-money.
On the asset side it equals net domestic assets plus net foreign assets
of the banking system.

Official Reserves of Foreign Currencies: It equals cash, balances
and deposits in convertible foreign currencies, plus foreign currency
bills and bonds, plus balances and deposits in non-convertible foreign
currencies, minus deposits of licenced banks and non-residents in
foreign currencies with the CBJ.



Government Accounts (Net): This item represents the algebric sum
of debit and credit accounts of the general budgetary government with
the banking system.

Non-Banking Financial Institutions®: Includes those institutions
which collect funds in forms other than deposits, and invest them in
the financial market, in order to acquire other forms of financial assets.
Among these institutions: insurance companies, money exchange
companies, and “Management and Development of Orphans Funds
Establishment”.

Other Banking Institutions*: Includes those institutions which
provide several financial services, but do not have convertible
obligations to be used as means of payments. These institutions
include: Industrial Development Bank, Cities and Villages
Development Bank, Agricultural Credit Corporation, other financial
institutions (Beitna) , and Jordan Mortgage Refinance Company.

Financial Institutions: Includes non-banking financial institutions
and other banking institutions.

Specialized Credit Institutions: Includes those institutions which

specialize in financing certain sectors, and deposits are not a major
source of funds for them. These institutions are: Agricultural Credit
Corporation, Industrial Development Bank, Cities and Villages

Development Bank, The Housing and Urban Development
Corporation, and Jordan Co-operative Corporation.

Resident: Any juridical or natural person who usually lives inside

Jordan or has stayed inside Jordan for at least one year, despite of the
nationality, with the exception of international institutions and
agencies, and foreign students and patients who stayed inside Jordan
for more than one year.

Non-Resident: Any Juridical or natural person who usually lives

outside Jordan, and\or who lives inside Jordan for less than one year,
despite of the nationality of this person, with the exception of families
and individuals who have permanent economic status or interest and
have a permanent house regardless of living in it occasionally.

* « Effective January 2000, these concepts have been redefined according to new

classification of the monetary sector accounts.



A Guide to Methodology and Statistical Concepts

First: Money and Banking

Statistical tables No. 2 through 24 cover the money and banking statistics.
The Central Bank of Jordan (CBJ) is the main source of these data. The
following are illustrative definitions of the main items and expressions used
in the tables of this section:-

- Licenced Banks: Includes all Jordanian and non-Jordanian deposit
money banks operating in the Kingdom. This definition does not
include financial institutions.

- Banking System: Includes the CBJ and the licenced banks.

- Central Government General Budget: Ministries and governmental
departments which operate in the context of the central authority
system of the state. Their annual budgets are issued within the General
Budget Law.

- Central Government Own Budget: Governmental departments and
official agencies which do mot seek profit, and their annual budgets
are issued independently of the General Budget Law.

- Central Government : Includes central government general budget
and central government own budget.

- Public Entities: Includes public non-financial institutions (companies
and institutions in which the government has an interest and\or a
voting power), Social Security Corporation, and municipalities and
local councils.

- Public Sector: Consists of central government and public entities.
- Debit accounts:This item represents overdraft account of general
budgetary government at the CBJ, and direct facilities extended to the

general budgetary government by licenced banks.

- Credit accounts :This item represents deposits of the general
budgetary goverment both in Jordan dinar and foreign currencies .
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Tables or parts of the tables might be reproduced

or referred to provided that the Central Bank of |
Jordan’s Monthly Statistical Bulletin as the source, |

with its date and number, is especially quoted.

Inquiries regarding the coverage and updateness of
the data should preferably be directed to the

original sources shown at the end of each table. |
Inquiries regarding tables without a source could |

be directed to the Central Bank of Jordan.
